Ayanna Howard, Ph.D., became dean of The Ohio 
State University College of Engineering in 2021.

Previously she was chair of the Georgia Institute of Technology School 
of Interactive Computing in the College of Computing.

She started her career at NASA’s Jet Propulsion Laboratory, where she 
held multiple roles including senior robotics researcher and deputy 
manager in the Office of the Chief Scientist.

She joined Georgia Tech in 2005 as an associate professor and the 
founder of the HumAnS lab. Among other roles at Georgia Tech, 
Howard was associate chair for faculty development in the School of 
Electrical and Computer Engineering and associate director of research 
at the Institute for Robotics and Intelligent Machines.

In 2013, she founded Zyrobotics to help translate the lab’s research into 
commercial products for children with special needs.

Howard earned her Bachelor’s Degree in Computer Engineering from 
Brown University, her Master’s Degree and Ph.D. in Electrical Engineer-
ing from the University of Southern California, and her MBA from Clare-
mont Graduate University.
